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BINS: Each housenold is allowed two
bins free of charge. Additional bins are
available (for a charge) at the Village
Office.

LEAVES: Leaves are picked up in the
spring and fall on a schedule 1o be
mailed out in April and October. Please
consider composting leaves and yard
waste ol take themn Lo the compost pile
on Dump Road.

GRASS CLIPPINGS: Grass clippings are
NOT picked up.
Coinpost them, find
someone Lhat does,
leave them on your
vard, or take them to
the compost pile.

BATTERIES:
OBTAINASTICKER FROM THE
VILLAGE OFFICE, place
batteries (with sticker)
curbside for pickup on
the 1* Monday of cach
month. Stickers are free
of charge for batteries,
howevet, you must have
a sticker on your battery to have it
picked up.

APPLIANCES: OBTAINASTICKER
FROM THE VILLAGE OFFICE, place
appliances (with sticker) curbside on the
first Monday of each month. The cost
(or an appliance sticker is $5.60. No
appliances will be picked up without a
sticker. Furniture, TVs, lawmnowers and

humidifiers are considered rubbish and can be
placed curbside with garbage on Tuesdays.

TIRES: OBTAINASTICKER FROM THE
VILLAGE OFFICE, place tires (with sticker)
curbside for pick up next to your recyclables
on any Tuesday of the month. The cost [or
each tire sticker 13 $2.00. No tires will be picked
up without a sticker.

CONSTRUCTION WASTE:

Construction waste will be picked up ina
limited quantity. A maximurn of V4 yard per
household or the equivalent of two 55 gallon
cans or four 35 gallon containers will be
picked up per week. A maximum amount per
vear of four yards will be picked up from each
household. Once a househeld has met its
maximuim fimit the property owner must
contract directly with Allied Waste for
additional pick ups.

LLARGE ITEMS: Larger items, not manageable
by one person, can be placed at curbside for
pickup onty after the property owner has
contacted the Village Office 1o schedule a pick
up. Allied Waste reserves the right to make an
additional charge to the custoimner for
excessive amounts of larger items.
